Nursery  
For children ages birth-18 months. An 
interactive playtime where children can enjoy 
playing independently as well as corporately.  
Please label all diaper bags, sippy cups, bottles, 
and blankets with your child’s name when 
leaving them with your child in the nursery. 
Toddlers 
For ages 18 months-3 years.  Children have an 
opportunity to interact with other children in 
an open setting. Children are 
introduced to very basic Bible 
stories and songs.  
Pre-school  
For ages 3– 4 years.  This is a 
structured class in which a 
Bible lesson is taught and 
children have an opportunity to 
respond through discussion 
and activities. Individual as well 
as group playtime is also an 
integral part of this class. 
Early Elementary (K & 1st Grade 
Class) 
For children in kindergarten 
and 1st grade (and any children 
who will be 5 before December 
31, but who will not be going to 
kindergarten this year.) These 
classes are similar to the pre-
school class, but with more emphasis on the 
Bible lesson and in completing projects relative 
to the class’ theme.   

Check- In Procedures 

Areas of Ministry 
While children are ALWAYS welcome to remain with their parents during service, the 

following classes provide ministry specifically geared towards them. 
 

Middle / Upper Elementary 
For children in the 2nd & 3rd Grade 
Class  (middle elementary) or 4th and 
5th Grade Class (upper elementary).  
These classes have more emphasis on 
the Bible scripture reference and 
the lessons are relative to the 
monthly theme.  
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Nursery-1st Grade 
Nursery through first graders should be 
checked in to their age assigned rooms 
before the start of service. Please sign 
them in at their room.   Upon sign-in for 
the nursery through preschool classes, 
you will receive a bracelet and a tag or 
badge with matching numbers.  Place the 
tag on your child and hold on to the 
bracelet.  Whoever picks the child up 
from class must have the matching 
bracelet in order to have the child re-
leased. 
 
Kindergarten-5th Grade 
Children in kindergarten through 6th 
grade enter worship with their parents 
at the start of service. They will be dis-
missed to their classrooms after music 
worship. If your child is not registered, 
please accompany them to their room.  
Registration forms can be found outside 
the classrooms. 
 
At the conclusion of service, all children 
need to be picked up from their rooms.
